Of the 1355 people that attend mass on Weekends

About 35% think it is enough to come to 
mass on Sundays – without thinking about 
deepening their relationship with Christ or 
their faith
They saw their contribution as only putting 
some money into the boxes

Over 50%  - want to learn more 
about my faith
But 50% of that # did not want 
to be contacted

The biggest drop-out is 
during the Uni Years

Over a 100 people are willing 
to serve in ministries
